The programme connects theory with practice and tries to approach the notion of sustainability in different contexts and different countries: Under the main theme on how to work towards sustainable financial companies, there are five topics that will be studied: 1. Financial Regulation, 2. Taxation and fiscal regulation, 3. Bonuses, 4. Banking 2020 and beyond, 5. Alternative ways of financing.
As a student you must choose two of these topics. If accepted you will be assigned to one of them.  Your preferences will be taken into account but we cannot guarantee the assignment to one of your preferred topics. You will study the assigned topic at your home institution and you will be required to produce an individual paper on it. You will also be required to write, with the other students from your institution, a group paper about the consequences of the financial crisis in your own country. With your group you have to integrate the role of financial sustainability amongst governments, financial institutions and others (like businesses, households, traders, clients).  During the IP week in Gent you will form an international group on your topic together with the students from the partner universities who have also studied your topic. Together you will study further this area, addressing it from different and international perspectives. 

Selection Criteria
1. Definite availability for the whole IP programme in Gent, Belgium: arriving Sunday 10 April 2016 and leaving Saturday 16 April 2016. 
2. Excellent English language skills.
3. Students with a background in Business Administration and Finance. 
4. Good to very good results to date.
5. Quality of a motivation letter, in which the applicant sets out why s/he wishes to participate in the programme. This must be no longer than 750 words and attached to the application form.

All applicants must fill in the required boxes of the application form below and demonstrate how they meet the selection criteria (above). The application form should be completed by computer. It must be clear, legible and complete. A passport photograph must be attached to the form in the box provided.
Students accepted on to the programme must be able to commit themselves to it and should note in particular the attendance requirements between 10 and 16 April in Gent. Financial information will be given by the home institution. If you have queries about the programme or its requirements you should speak with your IP coordinator at your home institution before completing this form.
The applicant form and motivation letter must be returned to the Banking Institute no later than 5pm on December, 8.
The Banking Institute will select the students.
Applicants will be informed of the decisions by December, 11 at the latest.
